Message to participants, buyers, and retailers:  the future of the fashion marketplace is green

Continuing the Designers and Agents tradition of innovation and reinforcing the company’s commitment to promoting social causes through its shows, they are thrilled to announce the Designers and Agents Green Initiative, set to launch at the Holiday tradeshows in New York and Los Angeles this spring.  The Green Initiative will feature D&A’s first eco-design capsule - an array of fashion, lifestyle goods, energy efficient products, and educational materials promoting personal wellbeing and global sustainability. 
In addition to the number of designers at D&A who already use eco-friendly materials in their designs, D&A has invited brands such as SIGG, Sea Bags, iWood, Bahar Shahpar, and others to participate at the NY (May 5-7) and LA (June 8-10) shows, while Jill Danyelle will demonstrate how great style can be eco-friendly 365 days a year with her fiftyRX3 series installation,

The greening of Designers and Agents will include such eco-conscious practices as: recycling stations in cooperation with FIJI Water, a D&A sponsor; the use of biodegradable plates and utensils for catering, and the introduction of cleaning supplies from Method, a Green Team partner and maker of biodegradable, recyclable and cruelty-free cleaning products for the home. 

In terms of their commitment to education and social responsibility, D&A has enlisted Earth Pledge in support of its Future Fashion and carbon offset initiatives, as well as its sustainable fabric archive, which will be displayed at the show. Global Kinect partners Liat Cohen and Matt Turnbull will educate retailers on how to employ green initiatives in their retail spaces, while Seed Project mastermind David Cohen will be creating installations for the Designers and Agents shows.  Bags of the Project’s basil seeds will be available for a small donation to benefit Camp Hill Farm, a small, organic/biodynamic farm, learning center, and model project for conservation. 

GOOD magazine will host launch parties at D&A on both coasts, toasting Josh Dorfman, a co-curator of the eco-chic capsule.  The design entrepreneur, and host of “The Lazy Environmentalist” (on Sirius Radio) will be fêting his new book, The Lazy Environmentalist.
